Gliknik is discovering and developing innovative 

biologic drugs for patients with autoimmune 

disorders.  The biopharmaceutical company 

is advancing its fourth drug into human 

clinical trials. Gliknik is a leader in the field of 

recombinant mimetics of the pooled human 

blood product IVIg. IVIg has proven efficacy in 

27 autoimmune diseases. The lead Gliknik IVIg 

mimetic is entering its 12th cohort of healthy 

people and advancing to Phase II studies in 

patients. Another lead compound in clinical trial 

inhibits the classical and lectin complement 

pathways with a self-administered under-

the-skin injection. Complement is involved in 

many autoimmune diseases. Driving success at 

Gliknik is a combination of scientific expertise 

and business experience in pharmaceuticals, 

shaped by a commitment to always doing the 

right thing. Since spinning out of UMB, Gliknik 

has raised more than $85 million to fund the 

creation of this robust pipeline.

IRAZÚ
IRAZÚ Bio is bridging the divide between academic 

research and drug development. With a hands-on 

approach, IRAZÚ identifies, de-risks, and develops 

the best intellectual property-protected academic 

research to create innovative life science companies. 

IRAZÚ’s first spin out company, IRAZÚ Oncology, is 

advancing a vaccine candidate for colorectal cancer. 

Their novel platform builds on a technology initially 

developed at the Center for Vaccine Development 

and Global Health at the University of Maryland 

School of Medicine. 

IRAZÚ’s Founder and President, Marco Chacón, 

PhD, is a seasoned biopharmaceutical executive and 

successful serial entrepreneur. His first company, 

BioPark-based Paragon Bioservices, a leading gene 

therapy manufacturer, was acquired by Catalent for 

$1.2 billion in 2019. Catalent’s Cell and Gene Therapy 

facility remains in the BioPark.
